6 Either (a) Why, according to Hegel, must philosophical thought be
'speculative'?

Or (b) Schopenhauer said that Hegel was crazy to think that
'concepts without our assistance think and move by
themselves'. Was he right?

7 Either (a) Why does Nietzsche reject Aristotle's account of tragedy?

Or (b) Is Nietzsche's account of the distinction between the visual
arts and music philosophically plausible?

8 It isn't just that God is dead — apparently we killed him. Why did we do it,
according to Nietzsche?

9 What does Nietzsche mean by saying that truth is only dead metaphor?

10 Either (a) Is Heidegger right to claim that a proper understanding of
human temporality requires one to give priority to the future
over the present?

Or (b) What, for Heidegger, is Dasein, and why is it so important?

11 Is Heidegger's claim that metaphysics must have a historical dimension
defensible?

12 Was Heidegger a pragmatist?
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
