theses.

Are meanings determined by dispositions of individuals?

Either (a) Describe and defend a semantics for indicative conditionals.

Or (b) ‘The future is open and the past is closed’. In what sense is
this true and how should it be accommodated in the analysis
of counterfactuals?

Either (a) ‘Itisonly as referring to a concept that a plural phrase can be
understood, because only a concept-word admits a plural’
(Dummett). Discuss.

Or (b) In what sense, if any, is V4 ambiguous? Does it matter?
